 At a Regular Meeting of the Peabody City Council held on Thursday evening,   
January 24, 2019, the following Special Permit was denied: 
 
COUNCILLOR SASLAW – BE IT ORDERED by the City Council of the City of Peabody 
that the application from John R. Galvin, CEO & President, AAA Northeast, 
100 Royal Little Drive, Providence, RI for a Special Permit to convert the existing 
structure from a machine shop to a trucking terminal with truck repair and  
maintenance services with no outdoor storage at 7 Lakeland Park Drive, 
Peabody, MA as filed in accordance with Sections 6.1, 6.6.4 (B), and 15.7 of the  
Peabody Zoning Ordinance be denied for the following reasons: 
 

1. There is no local desirable need for a trucking terminal at that location; 
2. It will exacerbate trucking and vehicle traffic congestion and lead to 

further vehicle issues; and 
3. Could lead to further illegal motor vehicle activity in the area i.e.  

“vehicles cutting through the Mobil Mart on a regular basis”.

GENERAL LAWS, CHAPTER 40A, SECTION 17 IS FEBRUARY 21, 2019 
 
IF THE SAID SPECIAL PERMIT WAS APPROVED, YOU CAN OBTAIN A 
BUILDING/OCCUPANCY PERMIT FROM THE BUILDING INSPECTOR ON  
FEBRUARY 22, 2019 IF NO APPEALS ARE FILED.  IT IS REQUIRED THAT SAID 
PERMIT BE OBTAINED FROM THE BUILDING INSPECTOR, AND A CERTIFICATE 
OF BUSINESS BE OBTAINED FROM THE CITY CLERK IN ORDER TO COMPLETE
