A 
wetland scientist should submit a narrative explaining why this project is exempt and does not 
require ConComm approval; 

3. Per Health Department, Property must implement an Integrated Pest Management Plan.  
Applicant must develop protocols to ensure that vehicles are empty of food and that waste tanks 
have been emptied out before storage; and 

4. Per Fire Department, Parking plan shall not obstruct Fire Department access or operations.

Legal Affairs Committee

P67-20 COUNCILLOR MELVILLE – Reporting for the Legal Affairs Committee – Today, we had a Legal

items on the agenda. The first was regarding a donation of a parcel of land at 0 Trask Road.  In 
attendance, we had Roseanne Bakos, who was operating as the personal representative of her mother's 
estate. Her parents were the owners of the property, former City Councillor Vincent Raponi and Marion 
Raponi.   It is Ms. Bakos' intention to donate the parcel of land to the city. It is currently in wetlands and  
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her wish was to donate that to the city.  The following motion was made Councillor McGinn.  (Report

P68-20 COUNCILLOR MELVILLE – MOVE TO accept the gift of land known as Map 061, Parcel 001B, at 
0 Trask Road and refer to the City Solicitor to finalize the transfer with the donor.
